IF God Did Not Spare… 
   a: the angels who sinned (in serious ways in Genesis 6) 
 
   b: the ancient world (before the flood in Genesis 9) 

BUT delivered Noah and his family 
 

   c: the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah (epidemic sexual abuse in Genesis 19) 
BUT delivered righteous Lot (and his daughters) 



…THEN (Keep In Mind) The Lord (Because He is Perfectly Just 
and Perfectly Loving) Knows How To 
   a: Deliver the godly from their trials (unto the experience of E-Life) 
 
   b: Keep the unR under punishment-for the day of (certain) judgment-  
   this will happen in His time even toward the most heinous and powerful 
   offenders who essentially worshipped themselves and despised God’s 
   authority (“I’d rather rule in Hell than serve in Heaven.”) 
 

Thinking in Biblical Balance about the Justice/Judgment of God 
1: Looking at Justice without Looking at the Context (All of the Related Events 
Leading Up to an Act of Justice) Can Lead to a Rejection of Justice 
 
2a: God’s Justice Isn’t Pretty But God’s Justice is Always Preceded by God’s Grace 
And It Coexists With and Does Not Contradict God’s Love 
 
2b: In Regard to the Character of God There is NO SINGLE Overarching Attribute. 
All of God’s Perfections are True All of the Time and are Always Perfectly Balanced 
(This is What Theologians Mean When They Say God is “Simple”). We See This in 
the Plan of Salvation (especially in Romans 3:21-5:21): Such That God is Both 
Just and Yet the Loving Savior/Justifier of the Ungodly Who Believe in Jesus!?!
