Some Things Must Happen More Than Once for Us to Learn Their Lesson(s) 

 

What Happened on the Scene  
1. Dramatic Upset v45-46 
Crisis: During the last week of His ministry, our Lord found events at the Temple Mount 
to be just a corrupt as they had been during the 1st phase of His ministry.  
2. Daily Ministry v47a 
Consistency: Throughout the week leading to His arrest/crucifixion, our Lord faithfully 
taught multitudes of people “in” the Temple. 
3. Dilemma of Christ’s Opponents v47b-48 
Conundrum: The religious enemies of our Lord wanted to arrest/kill Him but were 
unable to do so because of the crowds He continued to attract. 
 

What Needs to Happen Beyond the Scene  
1. An Issue to Be Addressed 
The Synoptic Gospels (Matthew, Mark and Luke) describe our Lord’s “cleansing of the 
Temple” as happening at the very end of His ministry (Letter U: Understandable Upset), 
while the Gospel of John (2:13-22 Letter H: Harsh Housecleaning) describes Jesus 
“cleansing the Temple” at the very beginning of His ministry. 
2: A False Assumption to be Defused 
This was one and only one event and so either the Synoptic Gospels or John got the 
timing wrong. In reality, they describe two different but similar events. When we 
correctly fit them together we see two distinct but related truths. Legit Bible Study 
interprets individual passages in their context AND then carefully correlates them to 
any parallel/related passages. Examples: Matt 1:18-21// Lk 1:28; Rom 4:2//James 2:21 
and Matt 8:16//Mark 1:32-34
