Gentiles, who did not pursue righteousness [based on Mosaic Law]

attained righteousness, even the righteousness which is by faith but

Israel, pursuing a Law of righteousness, did not arrive at that Law.

Why? Because they did not pursue it by faith, but as though it were

by works. They stumbled over the stumbling stone…For not knowing

about God’s righteousness and seeking to establish their own, they did

not subject themselves to the righteousness of God. For Christ is the

end of the Law for righteousness to everyone who believes.
